Page Layout
An easy way to comply with the conference paper formatting requirements is to use this document as a template and simply type your text into it.
Page Layout – important for authors to read
The page layout is already in this document template. You should use this document to layout out your full paper. It is important to have the same layout for the whole proceedings so that our proceedings will look uniformly and professional. Please use exactly the page layout, the font type and the font size for your paper. You can simply use this layout to fill up the contents of your paper. Or you already have the paper written. What you have to do it when you copy your paper and paste into this template. You should use “paste special - unformatted text”. Then the contents will take the format from this template. You do not need to read the rest of this document unless you have questions.
Page Style

All paragraphs must be indented.  All paragraphs must be justified, i.e. both left-justified and right-justified.
Recommended font sizes are shown in Table 1.

All title and author details must be in single-column format and must be centered.
